Campus Ministry on a university
campus offers its own challenges
and blessings. Each May as students
graduate from Dominican Universi-
ty, these two elements intersect.

One perfect example is Michelle
Venter, one of our Campus Minis-
try student leaders who graduated
in May, 2007. She arrived at Do-
minican as a freshman, eager to be-
gin her “college experience.” She
brought with her a strong academic
background, firm values and faith

nurtured by her parents and a drive
to be involved in Campus Ministry.

Michelle began by helping create a
more inviting liturgical space. Dur-
ing her first year, the location of
Sunday Mass kept moving as the
number of students increased. Mi-
chelle took charge of setting up the
chapel. When Sr. Carla asked her
how she got interested in this she re-
plied, “This type of volunteer work
is what my mother does in our home
parish...and so I am experienced
from helping her!” Eventually, she
took over the scheduling of liturgi-
cal ministers and finally participat-
ed in the training of new lectors and
Eucharistic ministers.

Service, one of the four Domini-
can values, was Michelle’s special
passion. As a member of the Core
Leadership Team which began the
Campus Ministry program OUT-
REACH-Reaching QOut to Oth-
ers, Michelle found her real niche.
Since beginning her involvement
and leadership, Dominican students
have served the needs of Homeward

Bound’s homeless families. Whether
putting together emergency packets
for families in case of earthquake,
sponsoring Easter egg hunts for the
children, or painting the hallway of
a transitional housing center, Mi-
chelle gathered other Dominican
students to serve the needs of these
neighbors. Reflecting on these ex-
periences helped all involved under-
stand the complex causes of poverty
in our community and grow in com-
passion and generosity in our loving
outreach to them.

Michelle is an outstanding example
of a Dominican student who, in the
process of the giving of her gifts,
was a blessing to our community.
The challenge for Campus Ministry
each spring is to celebrate those like
Michelle who have been a blessing
and trust that the next wave of DUC
students will have other leaders
ready to shape our Campus Ministry
programs with their particular gifts.

ment started in Ireland in the early
1990’s when young adults were
looking for small faith communi-
ties and felt the draw of the Domini-
can charism. The first international

gathering was in Spain in 1996. The
next international meeting will be in
Portugal in 2009.

Elizabeth Campi, a Dominican
University sophomore, represented
DUC at the meeting. During the
meeting, she was chosen to repre-
sent the western United States on
the Board of Directors. According
to Elizabeth, “We hope to bring the
Dominican charism into the young-
er generation, send representatives
to the international meetings, take
part in regional service projects.
There are a number of Dominican-
affiliated high schools, colleges and
universities, and parishes around the
country. We want to bring everyone
together so that they do not feel so
isolated and so that they know that
there are others who share their ide-
als and way of life.”



“LA BamBA” Triuana:
33 Trirs AND COUNTING

When I took over the Campus Min-
istry Director’s position in 1989,
there was one program that I quickly
learned was part and parcel of Cam-
pus Ministry--the annual trip to Ti-
juana, Mexico. With the assistance
and guidance of Sr. Susannah
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8 Fr. Bob Haber-
man and his god-
daughter, Alma,
in Tijuana.

Malarkey, OP, students would spend
their spring vacation working at the
Casa de los Pobres, and in a nearby
colonia where Sr. Susannah had de-
veloped some close relationships
with various families.

Our first few trips were always an
adventure! We would take off for
Mexico with a variety of tools, paint
and “beach toys” stuffed in an old
Dominican van. (One trip the door
of the van fell off--and we had a
quick Tijuana repair before coming
home!) When we arrived in Tijua-
na, Sr. Susannah would take some
of the students over to the colonia
to “scope out” a project. It usually
involved replacing a roof, adding
a room onto a house, or painting a
building inside and out.

But the important part of those
original trips, which has become the
primary feature of the program, was
the interaction between the students
and the residents of the colonia.
Through the years, relationships
were built with the families and they
became our “amigos” in Tijuana.

As the college grew and became a
university, the increase in enroll-
ment, along with the changing de-

mographics of our student body,
pushed us to expand our programs,
including service opportunities such
as “La Bamba.” We began taking
two to three trips a year to Tijuana
in order to give more students an
experience of the third-world situ-
ation. We also developed an aca-
demic component for the trip, so
now students can receive service
learning units for additional reading
and reflections.

One of the greatest contributions to
the growth of the program has been
the additional involvement of the
Dominican Sisters. Sr. Carla Ko-
vack, Associate Director of Campus
Ministry, and Sr. Pat Farrell, the Vo-
cation Director for the San Rafael
Dominicans, are regular participants
in the trips. They help the students
reflect on the Dominican ideals and
values before, during and after the
trip.

We are further aided by Sr. Gene Mc-
Nally. She has been working in Ti-
juana in Colonia Esperanza, found-
ing the Mission San Rafael, which
includes a small church, a medical
clinic, and a computer classroom to
help children become computer lit-
erate. Sr. Gene has also worked in
the colonia to create small business-
es, whereby the people can develop
a business of their own to support
their family.

Sr. Gene, always a teacher, gives
our students information on world
and Mexican economics, introduc-
es us to people in the colonia, and
tells their stories. She always has a
needed project on hand, and helps
us organize a carnival for the chil-
dren on the Mission’s property.

I am grateful to the Franciscan and
Dominican Sisters who offer their
time, service and talent to the people
of Tijuana. Because of their dedi-
cation, our students gain a deeper
awareness of the global intercon-
nectedness of church and the world
community.
