The Leader Board is defined by flexible lecture and discussion topics,
ongoing support from the facilitator between sessions, and a cohort format 
that facilitates confidentiality and trust.

As new cohorts develop, qualified facilitators are identified and contracted  
to lead them.  Leader Board facilitators are professional consultants with  
the highest academic credentials and business experience. 
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Where Does the Leader Board Meet?
The Leader Board meets on Dominican’s campus, nestled in a quiet
neighborhood just a few blocks from I-101, and just 11 miles north of the 
Golden Gate Bridge.  Dominican is equipped with the necessary amenities
to make your learning experience effective and comfortable.

When Does the Leader Board Meet?
Meetings are held from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. in alternating months.
