As an option within the Art Department, the Graphic Art degree equips students to pursue 
specialized fi elds in graphic art and multimedia. The program prepares students for a professional 
career in computer-based graphic arts, entertainment arts, promotion, communication, and 
digital art education. Students learn the most current state-of-the-art computer technology, 
and are grounded in fundamental formal and aesthetic methodologies.

Students can select one of the following emphases: 

• Digital Photography

• Graphic Art and Design

• Multimedia/Animation

The Graphic Art major offers a wide variety of art experiences in both the fi ne art and
commercial art fi elds. Dominican’s location in the heart of a major center for information 
technology enables students to apply classroom knowledge to real situations through internships 
with leading high-tech companies in the San Francisco Bay Area. Students also are offered 
unique opportunities to work with local artists and art organizations through the Dominican 
Internship Program.
