Courses in the following disciplines will fulfill this 
requirement: Art History, Comparative Religion, History, 
History of the Natural Sciences, Humanities, International 
Relations, Literature including the literature of other 
languages, Philosophy, Political Theory, etc. 
 

 
For transfer students with 45-69 units, the total colloquium requirement is only 6 units.  For transfer students with 70 or more units or second degree 
candidates, the total requirement is only 3 units.
