Named for a revered Coast Miwok elder born in the mid-1800s in Marin County, this scholarship 
expresses Dominican’s gratitude and appreciation for the historical, political, and cultural legacies of the 
Coast Miwok communities specifically and Indigenous communities broadly, and honors the continually 
growing relationship with its local Indigenous partners. The scholarship makes the University’s rich 
educational experiences available to qualified Coast Miwok and other Indigenous students.

Applications received after 
the deadline may be reviewed at the discretion of the 
scholarship committee.
